a. On your own through your Harper Portal (new window).
b. Or call the office 847-925-6227.
c. Or in person Building D Room D138.
3. Attend your testing appointment in Building D, Room D138: 
The ESL Placement test is taken ON CAMPUS
a. Take placement tests in reading and writing.
b. Meet with a professor for an interview.
c. Receive your English level (II, III, IV, or V)
4. Register and pay for your classes. See page two for more information about paying for classes.

	Payment Plan-
