To sit for the fillilli.m!l as a candidate for the 
Illinois CPA examination, one must have suc­
cessfully completed at l8ast 150 semester 
hours of acceptBble college level credit, includ­
ing at least a bachelor's~- The 150 total 
hours must include an accounting concentra­
tion and a business 0011ce11balion. 
• At. least 24 semester hoooi in aco;>unling at 

the undergraduate or graduate level, includ­
ing courses covering th8 subjects of financial 
accounting, au<frting, taxation, and manage­
ment accounting. A1 Harper. this would 
include ACC 101, 102, 201, 202, 203, 250, 
253and254. 

• At. least 24 semester hours of business 
courses, or substantially equivalent (other 
than accounting courses) at the undergradu­
ate or graduate level.

Requirements for the CMA Certiticate

aceredited college or university, or must hold a 
baccalaureate degree, in any field, or have 
passed the U.S. CPA examination. Anyone 
who has passed the U.S. CPA examination is 
given credit for part 2 of the CMA examination.
