Department 

The Publ ic Safety Depart­
ment is  a service designed for 
safety and protection of the 
College com m u n ity .  Some of 
the specific responsi b i l it ies of 
the off ice i nc lude traff ic contro l ,  
patrol l i ng  park ing lots, bu i ld ing  
secur ity, emergency f i rst a id ,  a 
lost and found  and other 
emergency assistance as 
req u i red . 

Harper Col lege Pub l ic  Safety 
Off icers shal l  be conservators 
of the peace and as such have 
al l  powers possessed by 
pol icemen in cit ies and sheriffs 
in  counties, inc lud ing the power 
to make arrests on view or 
warrants of violations of state 
statutes or ord inances of the 
mun ici pal ity or county in  which 
the com m u n ity col lege is  
located . Th is  authority has 
been granted by the I l l i no is 
Revised Statutes and aff i rmed 
by the Harper College Board of 
Trustees. Al l  cri mes and traff ic 
accidents which occur on cam­
pus should be reported 
i m med iately to the Pub l ic  
Safety Office.

Parking 
Al l  members of the Col lege 

com m u n ity are req u i red to 
have current park ing permits 
on their  cars. Park ing perm its 
can be obta ined d u ring reg is­
trat ion.  The Pub l ic  Safety 
Department wi l l  issue traffic 
regu lat ions with park ing per­
m its. Park ing  is  not perm itted 
on roadways, s idewal ks,  curbs, 
lawns, g rass or  i n  f i re lanes. 
The P u bl ic  Safety Department 
wi l l  issue citat ions to dr ivers 
violati ng I l l ino is  motor veh icle 
regu lations.  We ask that al l  
mem bers of the Col lege com­
m u n ity respect and obey d riv­
ing regu lations.  Whi le  sufficient 
space is  avai lable ,  we recom­
mend that students form car 
pools or use pub l ic  trans­
portation whenever poss ib le to 
hel p a l leviate traff ic and 
park ing problems. Fai l u re to 
comply with parking regulations 
wi l l  result  in you r  car being tic­
keted and/or towed at you r 
expense. Med ical and han­
d icapped park ing  perm its are 
issued by the Health Service 
Off ice. Medical and han­
d icapped park ing  lots are stric­
t ly enforced and vio lators wi l l  
be towed .
