Accessing ALEKS preview test online

1. After logging into your student portal, select “VIEW ALL CARDS” on the right side of the screen. 
You can also select the menu icon (three horizontal lines) at the top left of the screen and select “All Cards”.

Accessing Prep & Learning Modules
Directions for students to access their Prep & Learning Modules
 
1. Select the “Get Started” button to begin. After you complete the modules for the first time, the button text will change to “Continue My Path”. Use this button to return to your modules in the future.

2. You can check how much required study time you have left on the ALEKS homepage.
On the left side of the page, you may see information such as:
· Attempt: 3 of 5
This shows how many proctored retest attempts are available.
· A lock icon
This means the next attempt is not unlocked yet.
· Time Remaining in Learning Module (for example, 3 hours)
If an attempt is locked, it means you must complete the remaining required time in the Prep & Learning Module before you can take the next proctored assessment.
